Instructional Activities: 
1. Teacher divides students into groups of five. 
2. Teacher selects a setting for the group. 
3. Students “draw” a character from a character jar (identity of 

a specific character type on a slip of paper in a jar). 
4. Students improvises a scene for that character that includes 

five actions.

Assessment: 
1. Teacher ends each scene once five actions have been 

completed. 
2. Teacher asks for feedback from class to help identify the five 

actions of each scene. 
3. Teacher asks for feedback from the class to help identify the 

“character” of each student in the improvisation.
